In addition to individual stalls displaying designers’ wares, there will be an Unwrapped:  catwalk show and fashion parade.

 “There is a great deal of untapped local talent in Perth and there are few opportunities for newcomers to break into the market without substantial personal risk or upfront cost. Unwrapped is designed to provide them with the exposure and confidence boost they need to take their ideas from the page to the retailer,” said Ms Frost.
